1st Corinthians 7 is a difficult text for our “modern” culture. The issue of sexuality discussed from chapter 

5 through 7 clashes with the emerging American gender identity issues and the overall obsession of sex. 

Keep in mind Paul was dealing with an environment not too dissimilar to our present situation. Paul’s    

corrective advice was to be unquestioned.  

But when he turns his attention to social problems affecting the church contained within a lost letter      

realize they were trying to be faithful to Jesus while encountering a pagan city. Clearly, Paul wrestled with 

his authority as one time he said, “it is my opinion” (7: 6,12) and the next he said, “it is a command” (7: 

10). How we appropriate its content to our life in America requires the discernment of the Holy Spirit.   

Especially in our broken society and its skeptical view of marriage as well as divorce. Read                    

1st Corinthians 7 as well as Genesis 2: 20-25; Exodus 20: 14; Matthew 5: 27-32; 19: 1-12;           

Mark 10: 1-12; Luke 16: 18. 

BLUEPRINT: disciples are counseled to “stay as you are” either widower or widow at the time of their 

conversion. 

Read 1st Cor. 7: 8-9 The real issue is the word agamois translated as unmarried in some          

translations and widower in others. 

Look back to 7: 6-7 what was Paul’s life situation? Did he desire others to remain           

unmarried as himself? Why? 

Now he was seeking to add some insight to those who had become single? Name ways 

people become single. Does conversion to Jesus have any impact on surviving spouses? 

BLUEPRINT: disciples should not use conversion as a reason to separate from their spouses. 

Read 1st Cor 7: 10-11 Paul now refers to a command from the Lord so reread the Matt. 5 &19 

texts above. 

Could it be that some felt they needed to “separate” from an unbeliever after becoming a 

Christian? How would this teaching affect our situation in America today? 

Why is a wife not to separate but a man is not to divorce? If a spouse decided to become 

totally celibate within a marriage are they choosing to be single again? 

BLUEPRINT: disciples are to honor their relationships with peaceful coexistence and wherever possible 

permanence. 

 Read 1st Cor 7: 12-14 What were they to do when only one partner became a Christian? 

 Read 1st Cor 7: 15-16 How were they to deal with the spouse’s unbelief? 

 Read 1st Cor 7: 17-24 What is the “rule” Paul lays down for the church? 

  Name the illustrations to which he then applies this “rule.” 

Explain the truth statements of 7: 17,24.  

How would you apply this chapter to some situations we find in our culture like spousal abuse? Living 
within dysfunctional homes? Etc.
