In considering how to read and reflect on this controversial chapter in the Bible, we must always 
let the text and its context rule our interpretations. Somehow a letter was delivered to Paul about 
the present crisis of a famine affecting relationships within the congregation. A slogan had      
become all too familiar “it is better for a man not to touch a woman.”  Here is a quick synopsis of 
Paul’s answer; 
 

To the newly married-  
1. Husbands and wives- stop having sex outside the marriage. 
2. Both spouses need to understand their duties to one another. 
3. Both spouses must realize that marriage means giving rights up to the other.  

 

To all marrieds- 
1. If one partner senses the need to abstain from sex for a season, then it must be 

mutually agreed upon for what reason and how long. 
2. Both partners are then responsible to resume normal sexual conduct after this 

season has concluded. 
3. Be aware of the force of temptation when not having intimacy. 

 

Paul’s personal example- 
1. Paul saw his lifestyle as a celibate being a “gift” from and to God. 
2. Paul recognized two gifts marriage and singleness. Neither is above the other. 

 

To those who are widows or widowers- 
1. After experiencing an intimate relationship, it is hard to be re-singled. 
2. If one cannot live a celibate lifestyle, then seek a new partner. 

 

To the homes with both as Christians- 
1. Remember the permanence of marriage. 
2. Neither party should call it quits! 

 

To the mixed marriages- 
1. If there is a contentment and desire to stay with one another, then do so         

because God blesses the unbeliever through the Christian. Even the children 
are so blessed. 

2. If the unbeliever wants to leave, then you cannot force them to stay. But the    
believer should remain unmarried or be reconciled to the spouse who left. 

 

General principle of contentment- 
1. No matter what situation in which you lived when called by Christ to be a     

Christian be contented. 
2. Your earthly situation is secondary to your new perspective as a Christian.  
 

Consider the following influences affecting our marriages and views on sex. Naturalism growing 
out of evolutionary theory; Materialism and the constant pressure to possess; Individualism and 
satisfying the drive for me, myself and I first; Technology and its impact on relationships such as 
social media and the access to pornography online, programming on TV; etc. How would Paul 
apply his instructions to our culture?
